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2. Function

= General Assembly
As the top decision-making body, the General Assembly deliberates over and resolves the highest

priorities for managing the NAS, such as approving newly elected members, ratifying the NAS Award
recipients, electing president and vice-president, and legislating and amending rules. It is held in

March and July, and also whenever deemed necessary.

= Division Meeting
The NAS consists of two divisions: the Humanities & Social Sciences Division and the Natural Sciences
Division. Division meetings are held to elect new members and division directors, and select NAS

Award recipients.

= Subdivision Meeting
The NAS members belong to one subdivision based on his/her major field. Subdivision meetings are

held seven times a year to discuss academic research matters as well as screen new NAS member
candidates and NAS Award candidates.

" Board of Directors
The Board of Directors consists of four executives (president, vice-president, two division directors and

eleven subdivision heads). It discusses matters delegated from or proposed to the General Assembly or
deemed necessary by the president. The term of the president and vice-president is two years and
renewable once. Division directors and subdivision heads are elected by co-option and their term is one

year.

= Screening Committee of the NAS Award
The NAS Award screening goes through a 3-step procedure: preliminary screening of subdivisions,

speciality-divisional screening of the Humanities, Social Sciences, Natural Sciences or Applied Natural
Sciences, and the final screening of the Comprehensive screening. Each screening consists of more

than five but less than thirteen members.

» |nternational Exchange & Cooperation Committee
The International Exchange & Cooperation Committee deals with the tasks related to the NAS-

affiliated international academic organizations and activities such as collecting materials and data on

international academic awards.



* Publication Committee
The Publication Committee consists of the president, vice-president, two division directors, and eleven
members from each subdivision. The Committee is in charge of the NAS publication: setting up a basic
plan, appointing writers and referees, and overseeing other editorial matters.

= Ethics Committee
The Ethics Committee consists of the vice-president and eleven members from each subdivision. It is to
take a disciplinary measure against a member who has damaged the honor and dignity of the NAS.

3. Election of Members and Privileges
= Election of Members
Qualifications to be a member of the NAS are : (1) a citizen of the Republic of Korea, and (2) a graduate
of a university or its equivalent with more than 20 years of academic research experience, or those who
have more than 30 years of academic research experience with a remarkable contribution to the
academic development. A qualified candidate shall be recommended by an NAS member or an
academic organization designated by the NAS. The candidate shall then be screened at the Subdivision
meeting, elected at the Division meeting, and approved at the General Assembly. The term of

membership is lifetime.

" Privilege
The Government honors and respects NAS members and offers research grants, meeting allowances,

and monthly stipend for making use of their erudition and experience.

" Honorary Members
The NAS elects foreign scholars as honorary members of the NAS who have made remarkable
academic achievements and contributed to academic development in Korea. Candidates are
recommended by NAS members or an academic organizations designated by the NAS. Then, they are
screened at Subdivision meetings, elected at Division meetings, and approved at the General
Assembly.The term of honorary membership is four years and renewable.

4. The NAS Secretariat

The NAS Secretariat, which is affiliated to the Ministry of Education, carries out the administrative affairs
of the NAS. It consists of General Affair Division and Academic Promotion Division, and the quota of
public officials including the Secretary-General is seventeen.

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IV. Major Activities

1. Academic Research

To support continuous academic research activities, the NAS annually offers a research grant to its
members - one from each subdivision. The researh results are presented at the Subdivision Seminars, the
Academic Seminar or the Policy Seminar; they are published in the Journal of the NAS for distribution to
domestic and foreign academic organizations, and are made use of for national policymaking. In addition,
the NAS actively encourages its members to participate in international academic conferences through

the International Academic Organizations Research Project.

2. The NAS Seminars
The NAS holds Subdivision Seminars frequently,

Academic Seminar in May, and Policy Seminar in
November in an attempt to contribute to government
policymaking by taking full advantage of the members'

expertise and research experience.

3. The NAS Award

The NAS Award is intended to promote academic

development by conferring it to Korean scholars who are
well recognized for their academic achievements. The NAS
annually elects up to six recipients in Humanities, Social
Sciences, Natural Sciences, and Applied Natural Sciences.
The recipients receive a certificate of merit, a medal, and a
cash prize of 50,000,000 KRW. There have been a total of
228 awardees since 1955; the 59th NAS Award was
conferred on September 17, 2014.

4. The International Symposium
The NAS holds the International Symposium in October. It
aims to make a contribution to future academic
development by inviting distinguished domestic and

foreign scholars and discussing thematic issues. The 41st

International Symposium was held with the theme
'Convergence of Science and Technology with Humanities'
on October 17, 2014.

V. The Act of the NAS

Formulation under Law No. 4045, December 31, 1988

Article 1 (Purpose)
The purpose of this Act is to establish the National Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Korea

(hereinafter referred to as the NAS) so as to recognize and support scientists who have rendered
meritorious services in the development of the sciences, and to carry out academic research and

supportive programs thereof, contributing to the development of sciences.

Article 2 (Function)
The NAS shall be a representative organ of scientists at home and abroad, and shall carry out the following

matters necessary for the development of the sciences:

1. Consultation and recommendation on policies for the promotion of the sciences;
2. Scientific research and support thereof;

3. Domestic and foreign academic exchange and holding of scientific events;

4. Awarding of the NAS Prize;

5. Other matters for the promotion of the sciences.

Article 3 (Organization)
1.The NAS shall be composed of members of the National Academy of Sciences (hereinafter referred to as

the "members").

2.The fixed number of members shall be one hundred and fifty.

3.The NAS shall have the Humanities & Social Science Division and the Natural Sciences Division, and
they shall have subdivisions, standing for specialized fields.

4. Each member shall belong to one of the subdivisions according to his or her major field of research.

Article 4 (Qualification for Members)
The members shall be a citizen of the Republic of Korea, and shall fall under either of the following

subparagraphs:

1. A person who has graduated from a university under the Education Act or a school at least equivalent,
whose career in scientific research extends no less than twenty years, and whose meritorious service to
the development of the sciences is outstanding;

2. A person whose career in scientific research extends no less than thirty years, and whose meritorious

service to the development of the sciences is outstanding.

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Article 5 (Election of Members)
1. Members shall be elected by the Division meeting, on the basis of the screening by the Member

Screening Committee, from among the candidates recommended by an NAS member or by an
academic organization, and shall be approved by the General Assembly.
2. Matters for the composition of the Member Screening Committee shall be determined at the General

Assembly.

Article 6 (Membership Term)
1.The term of membership is lifetime.

2. Members shall serve part-time.

Article 7 [Treatment of Members)
1. Members shall be treated honorably and appropriate actions be taken for making practical use of their

learning and experiences.

2. Members shall be paid allowances or stipends under the provisions prescribed by Presidential Decree.

Article 8 (Election of the President and Vice-President)
1.The NAS shall have a president and a vice-president.

2.The president and vice-president shall be elected at the General Assembly.

3.The term of the president and vice-president shall be two years, and shall be renewable once.

Article 9 (Duties of the President and Vice-President)
1.The President shall take charge of the affairs of the NAS and represent the Academy.

2.The Vice-president shall assist the president, and when the president is unable to perform his or her

duties, the vice-president shall act on the president’s behalf.

Article 10 (Director of Division)
1. Each division shall have a director of the division who shall be elected from among the members of the

division concerned.
2.The term of the division director shall be one year and renewable.

3.The director shall take chage of the affairs of the division.

Article 11 (Head of Subdivisions)

1. Each subdivision shall have a head of the subdivision who is elected by co-option from among its
members.
2.The term of the subdivision head shall be one year and renewable.

3.The head of subdivision shall manage the affairs of the subdivision.

Article 12 (Meetings)
1.The meetings of the NAS shall be classified into: General Assembly, Division meeting and Subdivision

meeting.

2.The General Assembly shall be the highest deliberative organ of the NAS, and if the president deems it
necessary, or a third or more members demand it, the president shall convene it.

3.Division or Subdivision meetings shall be convened, if necessary, by the division director or the
subdivision head.

4.The decisions of meetings shall be made by attendance of a majority of members and with affirmative

voting of a majority of attendant members.

Article 12-2 (Honorary Members)
1. Foreigners with outstanding academic achievements may be appointed as honorary members of the

NAS for the purpose of promoting academic exchange and collaborations with foreign countries.

2. Matters necessary for the number, qualification, office term, appointment method, allowances, etc. of
honorary members shall be as prescribed by Presidential Decree.

Article 13 (Support of Academic Activities)
The State may pay a bounty, subsidy, or monetary reward to scientists or scientific organizations for their

contributions to learning, in compliance with the recommendation of the NAS.

Article 14 (Award of Prize)

The NAS may award the NAS Prize to a person who has conducted excellent research on learning, and

rendered remarkable meritorious service.

Article 15 (Affiliation with International Science Organizations)
The NAS may be affiliated with international science organizations.

Article 16 (Charge of Expenses)
Expenses needed for the enforcement of this Act shall be borne by the State.

Article 17 (Support)
The Minister of Education shall support the activities of the NAS. [Amended by Act No. 4268, Dec. 27, 1990;

Act No. 6400, Jan. 29, 2001; Act No. 8852, Feb. 29, 2008]
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Article 18 (Secretariat)
1.The NAS shall have a Secretariat.

2.The organization and fixed number of personnel of the Secretariat shall be as prescribed by Presidential

Decree.

Article 19 (Detailed Rules of Operation)
The detailed matters necessary for the operation of the NAS shall be determined at the General Assembly.
